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Rallye Waldviertel 2009 with even more highlights for drivers and fans
Mega-circuit with over 36 km plus the established gravel and tarmac stages
More transparency for W4 by increased international TV-coverage
An interesting offer shall lure further international teams to the Waldviertel
For 28 years the Rallye Waldviertel in Northern Lower Austria has been a highlight and at the same time a worthy season’s finale for the teams, drivers and especially the rally fans from home or abroad.
Well known names of rallying, like Walter Röhrl, Jorge Recalde, Armin Schwarz, Kalle Grundel, Balazs Benik, Hermann Gassner, Ingvar Carlsson, Attila Ferjanz, Janos Toth, Armin Kremer, Stephan Vojtech, Michal Kosciuszko or Vaclav Pech have already shown their mastery there and were challenged by local heroes such as Franz Wittmann, Georg Fischer, Wilfried Wiedner, Sepp Haider, Markus Mitterbauer, Raimund Baumschlager and Manfred Stohl.
A further remarkable fact was the strong driver-competition from countries like Hungary, the Czech Republic, Slovakia, Bulgaria, Romania and Poland. This commitment has unfortunately sufferd during the recent years. In order to improve this situation the organiser of the 29th edition of the Rallye Waldviertel has decided to offer attractive teams from abroad  both entry fee and travelling expenses grants and to provide hotel stays for the team in the Waldviertel. A further incentive is the Finisher Bonus. Should a team finish among the top ten in the overall ranking, said team will win further € 1.000.-.
“This will hopefully bring further teams from the mentioned countries into the Waldviertel. At least we didn’t leave out any opportunity to promote these incentives at several rallies in these countries with brochures and promo-DVDs”, explains organiser Helmut Schöpf.
Another incentive is offered by television. Beside the already established international TV coverage by Chris Courteyn with “Rally Action International”, there will also be a cooperation with “RTL Klubsport” this year. This station is especially focused on the countries Hungary, Poland, Slovakia, Slovenia, Croatia, Bulgaria and Romania and offers competitors from these countries a completely new platform of TV-coverage. Already on the Sunday after the rally “RTL Klubsport” will respectively broadcast a 30-minutes-report from Rallye Waldviertel.
But not only the active drivers and teams but also the local fans and guests from abroad will profit thereof. A new circuit with a length of over 36 kilometres will be part of the rally. This stage in the St. Leonhard area will be completed twice on Saturday and will prove to be the highlight of this year’s rally. A perfect addition to the already established gravel and tarmac stages. The rally has nevertheless been slimmed down a bit, the stages were shortened by 50 %. Now the overall length only measures about 390 kilometres – which still entail 182 special stage kilometres.
