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Rallye Waldviertel 2009,  “n”one of the top drivers officially wants to win
Understatement in the foreground with Baumschlager, Stohl, Wittmann, Waldherr & Co
Entry List increased to 139 teams, 26 of these drivers come from Hungary
If one analyses the statements of the top drivers after the two press conferences in Linz and Vienna for the 29th Rallye Waldviertel (October 30 to 31, 2009) one can only come to one conclusion. 
All of them are giving a lesson in official understatement concerning the winning of the rally. In reality, of course, knives are being sharpened already and tactics worked out to stand on the podium of the overall winners in the end.

Raimund Baumschlager, who is already champion of 2009, explained: “Out BRR Team has an assignment at the World Championship in Wales with two cars only one week prior to this rally. The team will come directly from England to the Waldviertel on Wednesday which leaves little time to prepare the Skoda S2000 for the Rallye Waldviertel. Additionally we have to give our best technical equipment like gravel- or tarmac chassis to the clients within our customer service and therefore must compete with a compromise solution ourselves. Thus we’ll have to watch closely the course of events on day one of the rally and then choose the correct tactics. Naturally, I want to win but it will be tough going.” 
Manfred Stohl, who stands a very good chance to snatch away the Vice-Championship title from Andreas Waldherr, Hannes Danzinger, Alexander Tazreiter and Patrick Winter: “I have accomplished already quite a lot on the CNG Subaru this year and am glad to have this starting position prior to the Waldviertel rally. Since I won there last year and the stages suit me everybody expects me to defend my title. But if one studies the entry list  any expert will know that I don’t stand a chance for this given my current technical potential. Therefore I will try to secure my second place in the championship, which would also be a nice success.”
Andreas Waldherr lies twelve points behind Stohl: “For me it is important to complete a good rally once again and to reach the finishing line. Gravel is not my favourite surface but I will adjust myself to it. As for the Vice-title, everything is possible but the technics of our VW S2000 will be paramount. If everything goes alright a good result will come on its own – after all, I already won twice this year.”
Patrick Winter is definitely the newcomer of this season: „To me it is a significant rally. Either it will be my last one or I’ll cause such a stir that I’ll be able to compete next year again thanks to new sponsors. I’ll therefore ride full attack and after second place in Admont victory might be possible in the Waldviertel.“

Judging by his driving abilities and his vehicle, Franz Wittmann also stands a good chance of becoming one of a long list of winners in the Waldviertel. But this year‘s IRC and Interwetten driver is of a different opinion: “For me it is nothing but a testing assignment. We took the opportunity of renting a Peugeot S2000 from Germany. I have never steered such a vehicle before. Thus we will limit ourselves to studying the functions and handling of this car under rallying conditions and thereby gain some insights for a possible assignment next year in the IRC. The important thing is to reach the finishing line and gather a lot of kilometres.”
Reinhard Pasteiner has similar thoughts: “I want to repeat my tenth overall place from last year”, as does Mario Saibel: “My IRC premiere in San Remo gave me a boost and I hope to reach the top ten in the Waldviertel with a similar performance.”
In the meantime, the entry list for the 29th Rallye Waldviertel has increased even further. While the last count had been at 130 teams from eight nations, now already 139 teams will come to the Waldviertel. The contingent of Hungarian teams has moved up to 26. Thus an invasion of spectators from our neighbouring country Hungary can be expected.
