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Record amount of personnel, 600 people work for Rallye Waldviertel
After record entry list of 139 teams also record of acting officials
Of these no less than 80 people will take care of safety measures
When the 29th Rallye Waldviertel will commence on Friday, October 30 at 14.50 in Gars am Kamp, the two organisers ÖAMTC ZV Baden and MSRR Neulengbach – under the direction of Organisation Manager Helmut Schöpf – will have a large number of officials at their disposal. Last year about 500 persons were employed but this number had to raised to 600 officials this year for safety reasons due to the entry list of 139 teams from eight nations. These numbers not only mean a new record of competitors but also a new record of working officials. Thus the 97 Austrian teams, as well as the 42 teams from the remaining seven nations are well taken care of by the organisation. Manfred Stohl, Raimund Baumschlager, Andreas Waldherr, Franz Wittmann, Patrick Winter, Hermann Gassner, Toto Wolff, Alexander Tazreiter and Co. can therefore completely focus on their sportive goals.

The lion’s share along the 12 special stages is provided by the fire brigades. Beside their usual job description they also supervise the barriers, the car parks and the correct approach to the spectators‘ car parks. Along the seperate special stages there also will be about 120 radio communication sentries employed in addition to ca. 150 track marshals who will be responsible for the safety on the stages. 

In case of an emergency, six ambulances with six emergency doctors will be at the ready. Their deployment will be coordinated via radio ciommunication by a primary control unit in the rally office. 

Timekeeping plays an important part from a sportive point of view. It will be deployed by the proven team of Delta Timing from Croatia with 50 people. The team has long been a partner in the Waldviertel and therefore has a lot of experience and is well acquainted with the sportive course of events. Additionally, Delta Timing will provide for the first time split times on the circuit special stages which also will be available online. As a further safety measure for the competitors there will be a SMS-based monitoring system of the cars on the special stages for the first time. This SMS system will transmit starting-, split time and the crossing of the finishing line to the rally office.

Regarding the internal organisation procedures there will be further 50 helping hands available in the rally office in Mold, the service zone in the EKZ Horn, at the Nordring and in the press area, also in Mold. Furthermore, 15 uniformed security forces will look afer the order of things.

Due to the participation of eight nations, the 29th Rallye Waldviertel has caused big media interest. So far, almost 100 journalists from home and abroad (many of them from Hungary) have been accredited.
